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Introduction:

This is a working paper on a very important and ignored subject. It is a superficial
look at human trafficking and slavery around the world. This paper is not meant as a
definitive work but should be used more as a background paper on the subject. It is
my hope that this paper will awaken some people around the world to this growing
and insidious evil. - Mark Watson

Human Trafficking

Trafficking in human beings takes many forms but can be basically broken down into
these two categories.

Forced abduction — To use physical force to move a human being to become
either a sex slave, involuntary worker or other bizarre and uses which could include
quasi religious rituals when can result in the death of the abducted.

Deceitful Abduction — Here no law need be broken in order to get someone into a
country where he or she has few or no rights to leave the country and is forced to
engage in either work or activities by force or threat. This can be accomplished
through the promise of a good paying job and then when the person arrives they
find that they are trapped, essentially a slave of their captors.

Criminal elements are involved. Various Mafia and organized crime organizations
derive large amounts of revenue from this evil enterprise. This is a truly a market
based economic enterprise and no sentiment or morality is involved. These networks
operate globally and western nations, America included are very much part of these
networks field of operation.

Yet the most apparent form of human trafficking seems to be a far more nebulous
and more difficult phenomenon that simple abductions as there are many economic
factors and drivers that make up this industry.



1) the desire of organized criminals to make money

2) the need for people in poor nations to better their lives

3) the need/desire for certain types of labor in receiving nations that may or may
not be legal (Sex Slavery)

4) Sensitive political relationships that preclude national governments from
investigating with vigor abductions, even of their own citizens.

5) Bribery and corruption of police and customs officials

From a purely economic perspective there are many who benefit from the illicit
trafficking in humans. Thus any real impetus to solve this problem will almost
certainly have to be either economically driven or by a popular demand for change.

Who moves them?

There are indications that transnational organised crime groups are
becoming increasingly involved in people smuggling and trafficking to
Australia. The recent interceptions of sea vessels have uncovered highly

organised people-smuggling operations. Similarly, immigration officials at
airports report high levels of presentation of fraudulent, stolen, or altered
travel documents. The increasing involvement of organised crime groups in
the illegal migration process - Human Smuggling and

Russia

There are extensive networks in various parts of the globe, the Russian Mafia,
Chinese Triads and other criminal networks are deeply involved. Those who traffic in
humans usually either own or have at their disposal an extensive network of of
transporters, document forgers, and paid protection to accomplish their business.
While much if this is done at the local level in most countries, there does appear to
be an element of state (national level government) sponsorship in some nations.
While identification of the exact links between government officials and trafficking
networks is difficult without access to police and intelligence reports, some nations
criminal networks are easy to link to these officials. The demise of the Soviet Union
put many former communist leaders in bed with criminal elements. One criminal that
has been linked to trafficking in humans is Simon Mogilivich. He runs strip clubs and
prostitution rings in eastern Europe that reportedly uses many women who are have
been smuggled in by Mogilevich's global criminal empire. This empire is involved in
drug trafficiking, extortion, racketeering, money laundering, securities fraud and



other criminal activities®. This is a lucrative criminal enterprise (human trafficking)
with some estimates putting the total revenue generated from this at around $12
billion a year®. In some parts of the world Human Slave trading is more profitable
than drug trafficking as in Sudan,

Our objective -- and I believe the sincere objective of others -- was to carefully investigate
legitimate claims, redeem on a case-by-case basis, report our findings, and seek international
pressure to end the hideous practice of slavery. But what started as an act of mercy has
turned into a debacle...Selling slaves is now more profitable in Sudan than narcotics. Slave

redemption activities are now enriching slave traders, slave dealers, and slave masters. -
dim Jacobson Christian Freedom International

Modilivich (Jewish®) used his position as a criminal don to secure visa's for many
Jewish Emigre's to Israel, though a complicated scheme he essentially stole the
possessions of the people he assisted, sold them off and made a tidy profit. Now and
Israeli citizen, Mogilivich has extended his reach to include liquor and arms sales.
Presently he is a citizen of four countries Russia Ukraine, Israel and Hungary. There
are outstanding indictments against in in the US.

Thus it can be safely surmised that his criminal activities are at least involved in these
nations. He is known to be extremely violent and has former Russian Spetznaz
(special forces) in his employ as enforcers and they are responsible for murders in
dozens of countries. While Mogilivich's activities in Human trafficking are not nearly
as well known as his other nefarious enterprises they are believed to be substantial.

Modgilivich's network in this form of trafficking should be explored insofar as his
ability to infiltrate terrorists into nations using his human trafficking networks. This
may have already been done for certain terrorist groups in exchange for a large fee.
If Al Qaeda wanted to get a network of such men and women into a nation, it need
only contact Mogilivich or a similar network to get it done as it clearly appears that
Modgilivich has no ideological leanings. His network could also be used to smuggle
WMD's to terrorists once again purely for the purpose of profit.

Finally, there are some serious reasons why Mogilivich would not knowingly aide
Middle Eastern terrorist groups who sought to infiltrate Western nations. His new
home of Israel would frown on this and would almost certainly make him abundantly
aware of their displeasure. Thus, as far as using his network for Al Qaeda, this seems
unlikely. However, Russian extremists associated with the Russian Government and
her security services may find his network useful to destabilize western nations

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should tensions between them mount.

Thus, it behooves intelligence officials to be aware of a coming possible threat to the
US in the form of a terrorist assault coming not from Al Qaeda but from a growing
Russian Security apparatus that has its influence to varying degrees in Russia's
criminal gangs. While it appears the most of Russian human trafficking is directed
withing its own borders and Europe it appears that this is an overlooked method
for bringing in Russian security personnel into the west to conduct acts of

sabotage and terror on orders from Moscow in times of increased
international tension. This is the more pressing threat in this authors mind than Al
Qaeda whose size and capabilities are far smaller, less pervasive and far less
organized than the US Administration has led the world to believe.

China

Chinese women are moved throughout Asia for the purposes of prostitution, forced
labor sexual exploitation. Daily, one can read news reports of arrests of human
traffickers who operate at various levels of the criminal food chain. Usually the
victims are not forcefully abducted but rather are given false promises of good work
and a more affluent lifestyle. The victims are then often given a large bill for the
transportation services which can only be paid off in the form of sex services (if they
are pretty) or sweatshop type work (if they are not). Many women are trafficked
within China for the express purpose of bride purchasing. Cultural practices make
this kind of marriage arrangement more appealing financially to some rural families.
Yet many of these victims do wind up in western nations. The death of 58 Chinese
immigrants in England Back in 2000 shows just how dangerous and at times deadly
human trafficking can be. These victims upon arrival, then become illegal immigrants
with few rights and are then indebted to the tune of some 20,000 to 60,000 dollars
to their captors.

This kind of economic leverage is then used against the victim to essentially create an
indentured servant who must work off his or her debt. Essentially what is created is a
slave and this slave becomes the property of a vast powerful and violent criminal
network. whether it be prostitution, house servant, or work in a sweat shop, the
victim will be forced to pay back a largely imaginary debt.

Chinese trafficking into the US is also commonplace. A recent study of 300 illegal
immigrants from the PRC who now reside in New York showed the involvement of
organized criminal elements.

«  Subjects were locked up an average of 7 Days in a Safe House upon
arrival to the US.



«  Subjects were then essentially indentured servants and had to pay off
debt for a time period, usually quite long.

« Mafia style shakedown ensues for those individuals who cannot pay
the debts.*

Here let us emphasize that profit and profit alone and not ideology or morality are
the primary motivations of almost every trafficking network. The only mitigating
factor considered by criminal enterprises is the element of risk, both financial and
legal. These risks are less present in developing nations where official corruption is
commonplace, and local police officials often work hand in hand with the criminal
underworld.

In China the triads are very much involved in this kind of trafficking. Loosely
affiliated tongs and gangs cooperate to form a loosely knit structure. This structure
can be advantageous for various levels of the human smuggling chain. What part of
the chain one group does not have another may have and can compensate for.
Elements that are needed to form a profitable human trafficking ring include.

» well-equipped forgery workshops to create the essential travel documents;
* the ability to modify their operations to adapt to changing risks by using
different routes, entry schemes, and conveyances;

* operation centers, accommodations, and hideouts in transit countries
potential transit countries;

* the economic wealth for substantial bribes and the best in technology;

* the contacts and networks required to secure the assistance of corrupted
officials;

» diversification of criminal activities; smuggling is combined with other
organized crime, illegal commodities and services; and

* an ability to use violence to obtain payments or services from the
undocumented migrants (Beare 1999, 273-274)°.

What must be also understood is that drug trafficking networks are also ideally suited
to act as human trafficking networks as well.

To determine if the leaders of these organizations are willing to take the risk of
fronting for/funding/servicing international terrorist organizations a risk versus profit
analysis will be undertaken. It is this authors estimation that most will view the risk as

being too great. A smaller group that only intends on operating for a short period of
time with only a loosely knit network may be more willing to take the risk, rather
than a large established organization that may already know it is being watched by
international police and intelligence organizations.

But the lucrative nature of this enterprise cannot be underestimated. One Chinese
woman who ran a ring reported made over $30 million for her years as a human
trafficker. It is not possible to ascertain how many of these networks operate but their
pervasiveness, ruthlessness and wealth are undisputed.

From a transport perspective it appears that Chinese smugglers rely heavily on land
and sea transport. Those that are not offloaded directly by ship into the US are often
shipped to South America to be later transported to the US via the US-Mexican
border.

The following except is instructive as to how these networks can form in China,

When I visited Fuzhou, I interviewed a number of people who belonged to a
ring that smuggled Chinese by air. A woman in charge of a government trade
unit in Fuzhou City recruited customers and procured travel documents. She
interacted only with government officials who helped her obtain travel
documents; her assistant dealt with customers directly, recruiting, collecting
down payments, signing contracts, and so forth. She recruited a partner, a
childhood friend and member of the Public Security Bureau, who was
responsible for securing travel documents for the ring's clients. A female
relative in Singapore acted as a transit point snakehead. She traveled to
countries such as Thailand, Indonesia, and Malaysia to set up transit points in
those countries. - Global Human Smuggling: Comparative Perspectives®

This is how a smaller organization can start. The debt collectors who extort
transportation fees from the victims are usually little more than hooligans and gang
members. Indeed this model of Chinese human trafficking seems to be more
prevalent than many criminologists believe and in fact may be even more pervasive
than similar activities run by the larger more tradition tongs and triads.

Risk (Risk Balancing’) is an extremely important element that has a a two edged
sword — First criminal elements crave filling markets where activities are illegal for
without legislative prohibitions, their enterprises would come under legitimate
competition thus reducing the majority of the profits. Thus, organized criminals seek
to move into areas where their activities are technically illegal but where they can still
operate using their own individual business models of which expenses for bribes,

7  Without the risk of legal ramifications (engaging in illegal activity) there is no risk and thus no profit. Criminal elements
specifically choose this kind of risk in their enterprises but the degree of risk must never outweigh the potential for profit.
The Italian Mafia realized this back in the 40's and 50's when they forbade their 'soldiers' from engaging in the trafficking of
narcotics. The Don's realized the risk outweighed the profit potential.



hits, legal fees and violent collection methods are all factored into the model. Here
the prohibition era in the US is instructive insofar as the gangsters who brewed illegal
liquor was forced to use these models to perpetuate their enterprises.

A through study of business models of target organizations will be key in unraveling
their culpability and involvement in International Terrorism.

Other places where those who are sold off in human trafficking networks and into
forced labor often wind up in legal and legitimate enterprises, such as construction
and agriculture. Agriculture and food services are areas where the United States has
the biggest problem as illegal immigrants often work in the US but must pay criminal
gangs extortion money for the illegal service they provided.

These criminal models from must be fully understood if these networks are to be
tackled:

These may seem like rudimentary questions but go to the heart of breaking the
criminal network that enslaves millions.

Supply and demand

The simple business reality of supply and demand dominates this illegal criminal
enterprise. There must be a demand for illegal labor for these networks to turn a
profit. Thus, nations that have booming economies but slack legal enforcement are
areas where these enterprises flourish and globalization, the freer flow of capital,
goods and even some services has assisted the global slave trade.

Understanding the market forces (demand side in particular) that underlie this illegal
enterprise will greatly assist in tracking down leads to breaking these networks.

Who needs labor?
Who is supplying it?

Any investigation into these networks must take into account who the ultimate
consumers are rather than just the criminal networks that supply them. Once the
demand is reduced so will the supply. In some nations, only those with a great deal
of political protection can safely be consumers and thus we come to the most
sensitive of subjects.

Saudi Arabia

"I summon my blue-eyed slaves anytime it pleases me. | command the
Americans to send me their bravest soldiers to die for me. Anytime | clap my
hands a stupid genie called the American ambassador appears to do my bidding.
When the Americans die in my service their bodies are frozen in metal boxes by
the US Embassy and American airplanes carry them away, as if they never
existed. Truly, America is my favorite slave."

Attributed to King Fahd Bin Abdul-Aziz, Jeddeh 1993

For many long years researchers have accused the Saudi Royal family of not only
turning a blind eye to human trafficking, foreign abductions but being a direct
consumer of these people to be used as sex-slaves and worse®. Americans citizens
have reportedly been abducted in Saudi Arabia and have been turned away from
the US embassy when seeking help. The degree of US knowledge and even
assistance of the Saudi criminal human slave network is fairly well established, both
by international reporting and victim testimony. Indeed the interference of high
ranking US politicians, from well known US Senators and Presidents has also been
fairly well established. This interference allows to Saudi's to continue this enterprise
with little more than a few journalistic annoyances. There are many dynamics at
work here from simple oil politics, to blackmail and bribery to other forms of more

sophisticated political and economic corruption.

While the Saudi's 'officially' abolished slavery in their Kingdom back in the 1960's,
the practice continues unabated (Saudi Arabia was one of the last nations to officially
abolish the practice). The main body of the men, women and children trafficked
come from Asia and Africa. Primary nationalities of the victims according to the US
State Department are

Indonesian
Philippine
Sri Lankan
Bangladeshi

However some who travel regularly to Saudi Arabia are struck by the abundance of
blond haired blue eyed 'drop dead' gorgeous females that seem to outnumber the
males who share the same physical characteristics, significantly. These females are
recruited many believe as the 'sex toys' of prominent Saudi's after either being
abducted from European countries or having been given deceptive promises for
work and then after arriving, being unable to leave.

However, the more prevalent form of Human slavery is done by smaller business
who abuse their workers with abysmal working conditions, sexual exploitation. The
following excerpt is typical of reports coming out of Saudi Arabia

Pia, a beautician from the Philippines, who was a victim of sexual abuse and
labor exploitation in a succession of jobs in Saudi Arabia, emphasized to us
how locked and unlocked doors and exterior gates often determined the fate
of women workers. For women facing intolerable working conditions or
sexual violence at the hands of male employers, locked work places forced
them to attempt escape from upper-story windows or balconies, at the risk of
serious injury or death. In other cases, a carelessly unlocked gate presented
the only opportunity to flee safely from a hellish employment situation.
Describing sleeping quarters, Pia pointed out the variety of conditions that
increased feelings of personal insecurity for women workers: doors that
locked only from the outside, doors without locks, doors with locks but no
keys, and rooms without windows. - Kerala Monitor.

Such stories are typical of migrant workers who have the misfortune of being forced
to remain in Saudi Arabia as a 'guest worker'. Sadly these conditions seem to be
somewhat more prevalent with women. But also include male guest workers.
According to Human Rights Watch

Some women workers that we interviewed were still traumatized from rape
and sexual abuse at the hands of Saudi male employers, and could not
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narrate their accounts without anger or tears. Accustomed to unrestricted
freedom of movement in their home countries, these and other women
described to us locked doors and gates in Riyadh, Jeddah, Medina, and
Dammam that kept them virtual prisoners in workshops, private homes, and
the dormitory-style housing that labor subcontracting companies provided to
them. Living in forced confinement and extreme isolation made it difficult or
impossible for these women to call for help, escape situations of exploitation
and abuse, and seek legal redress.

Those who attempt to report maltreatment by their employers are arrested and
sometimes tortured mercilessly.

Executing 'migrant' workers (often slaves who cannot leave the Kingdom) is
commonplace in Saudi Arabia with executions often being carried out before
consular officials have been fully appraised of the accused crimes and disposition of
the case. The families of the victims were not even allowed to bury the remains’.

The Saudis according to some reports are the end users of slaves from Africa
including the radical Islamic state of Sudan. Sudan is very much involved in human
slavery as the largely Muslim population of the north is busily subjugating,
exterminating and enslaving the Black Africans of the southern parts of the country.
Other reports state that abducted children from various conflicts (my source says
Uganda's LRA is involved) are abducted then are moved to Sudan and then
eventually wind up in Saudi Arabia.

Uganda is a source country for trafficked persons, primarily women and
children. During the past 10 years, the Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) has
kidnapped an estimated 5,100 Ugandan, Congolese, and Sudanese children,
taken them to southern Sudan, and forced them to become soldiers, labor
and sex slaves. - State Dept.

Mothers in Uganda are known to hide their children in different locations
every night in order to keep them from being kidnapped by the LRA. Fearing
abduction, each night thousands of children from surrounding areas travel
into Gulu and Lacor hospital to sleep on verandas, in the bus park, on church
grounds, and in local factories before returning home the next morning. In
early February 2003, more than 1,000 children were sleeping each night in
Gulu town, and about 3,000 people, the vast majority unaccompanied
children, sought safety at Lacor hospital. These children are known locally as
“night commuters.” - HRW

Janet M. was twelve when she was abducted in late November 2002 from
Kilak county, in Gulu district. She told us that two rebels came into her home
where she was sleeping. They woke her and her two sisters, looted their
home and took the sisters. She said that the LRA stopped at another house,
abducted four boys around thirteen or fourteen vears old, and then
proceeded to the home of Janet M.’s uncle. There, Janet M. and her sister
found that their father had also been abducted. The LRA first tied the
abductees around the waist and then tied them to one another in a long
chain. They were also given loot to carry on their heads.

Janet M. said, “Thirty-two were abducted from the village, both children and
adults. I was the youngest, at age twelve. The next day they divided up the
captives, and told the old people, including my father, to lie down on the
ground. They started beating them with a machete. They cut him badly and
left him there.” Later, she heard he reached home safely. Of her two sisters,
one was eventually released; the other is still in captivity. - Report By
Human Rights Watch'’

Northern Uganda is where the LRA operate and conduct their abductions. After they
have been abducted they are taken to Sudan. The support the LRA is given in
Sudan is a result of Uganda's Support for the Black African (Christian and Animist)
populations in southern Sudan, as the LRA's stated goal is to overthrow the Ugandan
Regime. The conflict has led to massive human displacements around 800,000 are
living in refugee camps inside Uganda.

Abducted Children are sometimes forced to commit atrocities for the LRA

One time when we were marching towards Pajule in Pader district, one
eighteen-year-old male tried to escape but was soon captured. Soldiers laid
him on the ground and told us to step on him. All the new recruits
participated—uwe trampled him to death. During my time with the LRA, there
were other children who escaped and seven of these were caught. Of them,
two were hacked to death with machetes and five were clubbed or trampled.
We were either made to participate or watch the killings. The youngest recruit
killed was maybe nine or ten years old. - HRW

US And Western Citizens

Moving these women seems not to be very difficult as passports and diplomatic
papers do not seem to be a problem for individuals for whom the Saudis want to
bring into their nation as their oil and wealth seems to speak loudly in the ears of of

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criminal networks who can supply these documents and certain corrupt officials are
ready to assist.

OBL and Human Slavery

One of the possible culprits’ in the chain is the Benevolence International
Foundation (BIF) or similar organization. BIF is an organization that has long been
suspected of supporting Osama Bin Laden and his terrorist network. It is ostensibly a
charitable organization but one whose primary charitable work is funding terrorism.
It has helped Islamic resistance movements and terrorist organizations from
Afghanistan to Chechnya and even Bosnia. Below is a map that shows nations the
organizations is has offices and operations.

However funding for this organization does not appear to be a major problem and it
probably would not rely on Human trafficking to finance its operations . Additionally,
this organization would not traffic for the Saudi Royal Family as its aims run counter
to it. Nevertheless it is organizations like these that bear watching when one looks at
links between Human trafficking and terrorism.

While it is true that links between BIF and human trafficking cannot be firmly
established (at least by this researchers meager resources!) it and other charitable
organizations especially in the US bears watching.

11 No direct links to human trafficking can be found by this author to BIF.
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Conclusion:

This is a huge and potentially explosive subject. Cooperation from many nations will
be promised but not delivered upon, international corporations will promise
investigations that will go nowhere. Many nations including the Saudi's are deeply
involved in this evil business and will not cooperate, without enormous political and
possibly military pressure. The sexual appetites of some of the Royal Family is, as
many have relayed, are as insatiable as they are perverted. Other nations in the
western sphere of nations are also very much involved in this business. However this
is beyond the scope of this rather superficial investigation. Caution (in the extreme) is
called for for any would be investigator into these matters as some have uncovered
child abduction rings in western nations that points to government officials at the
highest levels as well as extremely wealthy business people. Investigators who look
into these matters meet with highly suspicious and untimely deaths. It should also be
kept firmly in mind the drug trafficking networks mimic human trafficking networks
and the two in some places, may very well be the same. Once again these networks
are brutal to investigators and spies. While occasionally one may find victims who
will talk, it will be far more difficult to find individuals inside these networks who will.
It may be helpful to find individuals inside of narcotics law enforcement agencies
who have knowledge of criminal networks who engage in both drug and human
trafficking.

After looking into this issue peripherally for many years it is this authors considered
opinion that there are two types of trafficking going on. One for commoners and one



for the elite. The commoner networks is what is largely discussed in this working
paper. There is ample evidence to support the fact that another type of network
exists that procures slaves and children for the perverted pleasures of certain elite
personages. This network knows few international boundaries and has protection
from some of the most powerful people in the world. The exact methodology of
recruitment appears to be through legitimate enterprises (humanitarian
organizations, children's homes, employment agencies etc) these enterprises have
recruiters inside the organizations who then abduct (though deceit or force) those
individuals whom the recruiters believe will be to their paymasters liking. What
happens to these victims after they have outlived their usefulness is a matter us much
lurid speculation. It would be most unwise for any group of people without both
spiritual and political protection to move against this network.

To understand the mentality of those who engage in this enterprise one must keep in
mind an extremely important and consistently overlooked fact. True elitists do not
view crime the way commoners do.
